Grandma’s Prayer

school. Some people of our village think that she is very 
good at praying.

I want to tell her that it is fine to offer someone a 
prayer, but she should not say too much. I think she will 
definitely feel very unbearable.”

Kid's Genetic Research 
 

A sixth grader in Kunming, Yunnan won the third prize in 
the National Youth Science and Technology Innovation 
Competition with his research project on colorectal cancer 
genes. This however sparks viral debate from the public. 
Even experts would doubt whether such a young student 
was truly capable of completing such a doctoral-level 
research: C10orf67 in Colorectal Cancer-Functions and 
Mechanisms in Development. How could this young man 
who knew not much about genes a year ago publish an 
award-winning high-quality research? Since the winner is 
the son of a researcher at the Kunming Institute of Zoology, 
Chinese Academy of Sciences, netizens questioned 
whether the child's “research results” was ghosted by his 
father. The Yunnan Provincial Association for Science and 
Technology stated yesterday that they would intervene in 
the investigation.

We have seen parents 
from both sides, and we have rented a place to live 
together. I also use the place as a studio for my start-up 
business as beauty tattooist, an industry which I have 
always been in. My initial intention was to serve God with 
my career and spread the gospel through my work. But I 
hesitate now in the fear that living together with a church 
brother will affect our relationship with God.”

The Lord Loves Mosuo 
 

An elderly Mosuo woman asked her granddaughter, “Who 
is God?” The granddaughter, who came to visit her family, 
replied, “God is our Father.” Then she told the visiting 
missionary, “My family will believe in God one day.” The 
Mosuo ethnic group has a population of about 40,000, 
inhabiting mainly the banks of Lugu Lake on the borders of 
Sichuan and Yunnan. This ethnic group is a matriarchal 
society. Mosuo women have no husbands and practice a 
"walking marriage" system-no husbands and wives. Men 
are not responsible for raising their children. Father is a 
difficult concept to understand. It was reported that the old 
woman heard the gospel from her niece who was led by a 
foreign teacher to believe in the Lord. The old woman has 
passed on her faith to her granddaughter. Believers among 
the ethnic group are still very rare. 
 

 The missionary has returned despite many difficulties. 
Pray that they can be protected and guided by the Lord 
serving them with love and patience despite limited 
resources. Also pray that they can move people's 
hearts and that the door of the gospel can be opened 
to lead more people to the Lord.

Dear Warriors in Christ, 
When "although / but" is used to make a sentence, we 

know this is a sentence pattern that primary school 
students have already learned. The transitional meaning 
in the latter part of the sentence is the key point. These 
transitional words are not difficult, but it seems that not 
everyone understands how to practice this sentence 
pattern in life to make the sentence right. 

In a sentence-making test of Israelites, only two of 12 
people made it right. As a result, the entire nation had to 
repeat the test. Chapters 13-14 of Numbers gave an 
account that 12 spies, who returned after exploring the 
land of Canaan, used the following words to make a 
sentence: although / but / it is the God’s promised land 
flowing with milk and honey / the people who live there 
are powerful and the cities are fortified. 

Ten of the spies reported: "The land does flow with 
milk and honey, but the people who live there are strong, 
and the cities are fortified and very large." It means: 
Although the promised land is good, the enemy is too 
strong. Let’s look at Caleb’s and Joshua’s replies: "If the 
Lord is pleased with us, He surely will bring us into the 
land." It means: Although people are strong and cities 
are fortified, it is the land promised by God. 

Facing challenges and difficulties, what we see are 
difficulties? Or calling? Habakkuk fully understood this. 
“Though the fig tree does not bud and there are no 
grapes on the vines, though the olive crop fails and the 
fields produce no food, though there are no sheep in the 
pen and no cattle in the stalls, yet I will rejoice in the Lord, 
I will be joyful in God my Savior.” (Hab 3:17-18) 

Although Chinese believers face difficulties, they still 
believe God firmly; the environment does not favor them, 
but they still do their best to do the Lord’s work. 

There has been a relatively smooth time in 71 years 
of the gospel broadcasting ministry in China. But there 
have been also many days of adversity. Although there 
are tribulations, the Lord's grace is sufficient. Ask the 
Lord to help you continue to pray without giving up 
because He is still sovereign.

Greatest in this Decade 
 

Affected by the heavy rainfall in Jiangxi Province and the 
incoming water from the Yangtze River, Jiangxi suffered 
the most disastrous flooding since this century. The flood 
control situation in the Poyang Lake area and the Jiujiang 
section of the Yangtze River is of utmost importance. If 
Poyang Lake continues to rise, it may surpass Qinghai 
Lake and become China’s largest lake. Regarding the 
Yangtze River, as the water level of Poyang Lake has risen 
rapidly and it cannot regulate the floods of the Yangtze 
River, the pressure of flood control and prevention has 
been increased. As all these 185 single-return dikes in the 
Poyang Lake District have now been fully opened to 
release floodwaters, the pressure of flood control on 
Poyang Lake and the Jiujiang section of the Yangtze River 
should be effectively reduced.

As of July 13, Beijing has reported no new confirmed cases 
or suspected cases for 8 consecutive days. From June 11 
to July 13, Beijing has reported a total of 335 locally 
confirmed cases: 205 in hospital, 130 cured and 
discharged, while 18 cases with asymptomatic infections 
are under observation. Although the current epidemic 
prevention and control situation in the capital continues to 
improve, such a short-term stable epidemic situation is yet 
secured. As this big test is still on, any fatigue or 
carelessness may lead to a resurgence of the epidemic. At 
present, the NCEE is over and the summer vacation has 
begun. The government therefore has called the public to 
avoid going to high-risk countries and regions at home and 
abroad, now and in the near future.
